Our corporate worship service is held on the 2nd, 4th and 5th Sundays of each month at 1:30pm held at St. Luke Missionary Baptist Church at 981 Willoughby in South Memphis.
Our short term goal and focus for the next couple of years involve building a network of organizations and individuals with the ability and influence to impact social action and systematic change while securing office and worship space for weekly services.  Our long term plans of the next three to five years include: establishing a solid program to train “new” adults to become socially active politically, educationally sound in ministry; a mentor program for couples (married and/or committed) to developing healthy habits for functional and faithful relationships as well as ministerial services and programs to help build a solid foundation for healthy family and community interactions.  This will include select mental, social and emotional support, services and programs for those in need.
